The Cal State East Bay Stock Market Simulation is a hands-on learning experience for high school and middle school students, designed to promote interest in economics, basic mathematics, online technology, and current events.  Teams of students invest an imaginary $100,000 over a ten-week period and buy and sell securities as they are traded on major exchanges.  They make decisions requiring economic reasoning, mathematical analysis, and computer literacy.

( $15 per-team fee for student teams.
